	11.600   Crisis Residential Service 

	The crisis residential service is a service provided at small facilities (8 beds maximum) that provide residential accommodations and continuous supervision for individuals in crisis. The service provides a temporary place to stay for consumers who need to be removed from a stressful environment or who need a place in which to stay to stabilize or until other arrangements are made. Access shall be provided through approved referral sources as determined by policies and procedures. These facilities are separately licensed for adults, children and adolescents and shall not mix the different age populations. 

	Severity of Condition Criteria for Placement
	This service is voluntary and is available to anyone who is experiencing a crisis as a result of a behavioral or emotional  disturbance. The referral to this service will be made after an evaluation by a crisis team, crisis worker or other mental health professional who determines that this service is necessary.

	Intensity of Service and Continued Stay Criteria
	Not applicable to this level of care

	Psychosocial Factors
	Not applicable

	Exclusion Criteria
	Anyone is eligible for this service.

	Discharge Criteria
	This service is intended to be short-term and the individual will return to the community once the crisis has resolved or will be admitted to another level of care if the symptoms or disturbance persist and the higher or longer services are required at another level based on a re-evaluation of the individual.
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
